1. The decision of the Judges shall be final in all mattersNo horses/ponies areallowed on the showground unless
competing at the Cherif Championship Show.

2. This Championship Show is open to registered Anglo Arabs, and Palired Arabs. PBA pedigrees must contain the
minimum of 12.5% Arab blood, and that have qualified at the late qualifiers in2016 and the 20T season.

3. Exhibitors should not enter an animal if it is to be judged by a person who has, or has had an interest in that particular
exhibit. e.g. a) exhibit bred by judge, b) share of ownership or of monetary interest (stud fees are exempt).

4. No entry fee will be refunded. This rule will be strictly adhered to.

5. All animals exhibited must adhere to the identification on their National Passport. Spot checks will be carried out at
the Cherif Championship Show, exhibitors breaking this rule will be prohibited from competing. Excessive use of
cosmetic make up is not Bowed. No coloured hoof varnish.

6. Any exhibitor or any person participating in any way at this Championship Show, who conducts himself or herself in a
disgraceful manner or in a manner which may or might bring the name of the Cherif Championship into idrepute,
shall be asked to remove themselves and/or their horses from the show ground.

7. RIDDEN ENTRIES must be 4 years old or over. Hardhats must be worn at all times when mounted All animals
must be exhibited with plaited manesOne rider per exhibit Bno change of rider during the class.

8. Knots in reins, draw reins/side reing running reins and training aids are forbidden on the showground.
Judgesmay take into consiceration the severity of the bit,and mark accordingly

9. No exhibitor will be allowed to enter the ring after the start of their class, except at the JudgeOs discretion. No person
shall enter the ring other than exhibitors, Judges and those authorised to do so by the Organisers.

10.No animal can be left orthe show ground overnight without being stabled
11.No animal is to be left tied up in the stablesinattended, or deprived of water.

12. Should an exhibitor fall from their horse/pony during a class, they must retire immediately and seek medical
attention.

13. Any animal, not sufficiently under control shall be removed from the show ring immediately at the request of a Judge,
Steward or a member of the CherifChampionship Committee

14. Exhibitors aged 16yrs and under must, when mountedyear correctly secured British Standard skull caps/riding hats
that meet current safety standards. It is recommended that all exhibitors abide by this rule.

15. TROPHIES must be signed for at the Cherif SecretaryOs Office before being removed from gi®w ground, and must
be returned by T July 2018. A deposit is required.

16.A £10 deposit will be taken by Addington on arrival for stabling, which willbe returned if stable is left clean on
departure.

17. If grooms and attendants are required to ater the rings whilst judging is taking place, they must be suitably and tidily
dressedno jeans/trainers,and hats or head covering is essential.

18. Whips and show canes must not exceed 75cms in length
19. Mobile phones must be switched ofivhilst in the ring.
20. No dogs on the showground. They must remain in the lorry park

21. Any objection must be made in writing to the SecretaryOs office, together with a deposit of £50.00 which will be
forfeited should the objection prove to be unfouded.

22. Any liability is disclaimed by the organizers in respect of loss, damage, injury or illness to exhibits or competitors, their
family or staff. All exhibitors are expected to have sufficient public liability insurance cover for themselves, their
exhibits, their property and staff to cover any eventualities that may occur at this event. It is the express condition of
entry that each competitor shall indemnify the Judges, Committee, Officials, and Addington Equestrian Centre against
any legal actionof claims arising from any accident or other incident that may occur.

CHERIF CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW
PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES AND DOPE TESTING

The Cherif Championship takes a very serious view of doping, whether intentionatyntentionally. It is
the responsibility of the exhibitor, (and, or whose signature appears on the Cherif Championship entry f
to ensure that nothing is fed, administered or applied to that horse or pony that contains a prohi
substance. The @hf Championship does not specify threshold levels for any prohibited substance, but
have regard to those published by the Jockey Club, without being bound by them.

PROHIBITED SUBSTANCE means a substance originating externally whether or noéftdegenous to
the horse or pony which falls within the categories of Prohibited substances as listed by the Jockey Clul

PROHIBITED SUBSTANCE means any quantity of any substance which could influence the anime
performance or bearing including withouimitation, stimulants, depressants, tranquillisers, local
anaesthetics, anti inflammatory agents (including phenylbutazone), antihistamines, muscle relaxan
diuretics, and metabolites of any such substance or masking agents.

Some feed stuffs anpreparations have been known to contain prohibited substances, as do many fc
such as chocolate. Many substances can be absorbed through the skin and appear in the urine. Exhibil
therefore advised to exercise care with shampoos and with othergireps applied to the skin, both as to
what is used and when it is used, and should consult their Veterinary Surgeon if they have any doubt o
matter.

17(a) Any horse or pony taking part in the Cherif Championship will be liable to be seléctalam for
dope testing. If a urine sample is not obtained within 30 minutes, then the appointed Veterir
Surgeon will take a blood sample. Refusal to submit a horse or pony for dope testing shall const
a breach of rules, and the horse or ponyllsha disqualified from any class/classes or
Championships in which it took part on the date of the dope testing, and shall forfeit its plac
awards and prize money.

It is the responsibility of the person in charge of the animal whethetheb®wner or the producer or
other person, to supervise the horse or pony from the time of notification of selection for a dope
until completion of the dope test.

The Owner, Producer or other person responsible for the horse or pony orreigfasentative, shall
be entitled to witness the dope testing, without disturbing the horse or pony. After witnessing
procedure, the Owner or his representative, will be expected to sign a declaration to the effect
he/she has witnessed the praged, and that he/she was satisfied that they were in order. If tt
Owner or Producer is not present, the dope test will proceed in any event. If not present to observ
sampling, it will be deemed that the Owner/Producer or other person responsibie farse/pony
has accepted the integrity of the sampling procedures.

If the horse/pony is not presented for testing having been chosen at random, the animal concern
will be disqualified from the show, and the owner/exhibitor and animal corttemay face a ban
from the following yearOs Cherif Championship.

All samples taken must be kept in a secure place, and will be dispatched to the laboratory as so
reasonably possible after collection.

The sample must be divided into twars hereinafter referred to as Sample A and Sample B, and tt
initial analysis of Sample A must be completed within 21 days of the receipt of the sample by
Sport Science Forensic Laboratory. If the initial analysis produces a suspicious posifiyeh@su
the Cherif Championship shall give permission for the Sport Science Forensic Laboratory to proc
with further tests to confirm the initial result.

If the result of Sample A is positive, then the Owner/Exhibitor may require confirmatdggsianat
Sample B, provided that a written request for such testing is received by the Cherif Champion:
within 10 days of notification of a positive analysis of Sample A.

Upon receipt of a valid request for confirmatory analysis of Sample B,iteef @Championship shall
inform the Sport Science Forensic Laboratory. The analysis will be confined to confirming t
presence of the substance reported by the Sport Science Forensic Laboratory relating to the A Sa

If the result of analysis dample B is positive, then the person requesting the analysis shall reimbu
the Cherif Championship the cost of analysis of Sample A and Sample B forthwith on demand.

If the result of Sample A is positive and no valid request for confirmatory analysis of Sample E
received, the Owner/Exhibitor shall reimburse the Cherif Championship the cost of analysis of Sar
A forthwith on demand.

If the result of Sample As negative, the Cherif Championship shall inform the Sport Scienc
Forensic Laboratory to destroy Sample B.
